DESCRIPTION

Under the supervision of the Assistant Manager of Mechanical Engineering, the Preventive Maintenance
Mechanic I is a semi-skilled maintenance worker for heating, ventilation, and air-conditioning (HVAC)
equipment and systems. An employee in this class performs scheduled preventive maintenance on installed
equipment with general supervision from a lead worker.

ESSENTIAL POSITION RESPONSIBILITIES

e Replaces needed belts and filters.

e Inspects equipment for needed repairs and replacement of expendable parts.

e Replaces belts, installs filters, grease, and lubricates HVAC equipment.

e Maintains accurate records of work assignments, including time and materials used.

e Notifies supervisor when repairs are needed.

e Reads and understands instructions both in technical manuals and on the equipment.

e May need to work overtime and respond to emergency calls during inclement weather or other emergencies.

The above list is a summary of the functions of the job, not an exhaustive or comprehensive list of all possible
job responsibilities, tasks, and duties.

REQUIRED KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES:

Knowledge of belt sizes and filter dimensions.

Knowledge of HVAC systems and associated equipment.

Ability to stand, walk, sit, bend, squat, climb, and use arm and hand movements.

Ability to carry tools and to handle materials and equipment of 80 to 100 pounds.

Ability to work at heights on aerial lifts, scaffolding, stepladders and/or extension ladders.
Ability to crawl in, under, over, or through equipment.

e Ability to work in confined spaces.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS

PRE-EMPLOYMENT PHYSICAL
e The person selected for this position must meet all requirements of the physical examination administered
by a medical service selected by the Howard County Department of Education.

EMPLOYEE SAFETY:

e The employee is responsible for using safety devices and protective equipment to minimize the frequency
and severity of work-related accidents. The employee is also responsible for using safe practices and
methods in the operation of equipment and supplies related to this job. The employee is further responsible
for correcting and/or reporting any conditions within the building or grounds that may be hazardous to
employees, students or staff members assigned to the building.

e The employee is responsible for the safety and maintenance condition of their assigned vehicle.
